[image: Image result for queen elizabeth 2nd]                        Queen Elizabeth II was born in 1926 in Mayfair, London. Her coronation was on 2nd June 1953 which was watched by a TV audience of 20 million people! She was the longest reigning monarch ever in Britain, even beating her great-grandma Queen Victoria! The Queen had two birthdays: Her actual birthday was on 21st April and her official birthday, which was held on a Saturday in June – when the weather’s better! She died on the 8th Sept 2022
 


Queen Victoria was born in 1819 at Kensington Palace, London. She became Queen when she was just 18 years old. Her coronation took place at Westminster Abbey where everyone cheered “Long live the Queen!” Queen Victoria was the first member of the Royal family to live at Buckingham Palace. 
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
